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Who were the Anglo-Saxons?

* Anglo-Saxons were people who lived in England from AD 410 to 1066. They were a mix of
tribes who settled in England and mixed with Britons.
*They settled in 7 kingdoms (heptarchy) initially, but they fought and took over other

kingdoms until there were 5, 3 and then one kingdom of England.

*Gradually, the Anglo-Saxons converted to Christianity (helped by people like Hadrian of
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Libya and Theodore of Turkey).
* The Anglo-Saxons were skilled craftsmen and made jewellery and other decorative items.
*The Anglo-Saxons’ trade network expanded as far as India and Sri Lanka.
*In 1939, archaeologists discovered an Anglo-Saxon burial site at Sutton Hoo. The artefacts

found there tell us a lot about the Anglo-Saxon king who was buried there.
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
